Key Events

2 September 1666 - A fire broke out in a bakery on
Pudding Lane in London.

e Thomas Farriner was the owner of the bakery on Pudding Lane where the fire started on 2" September 1666.
e The fire was most likely started by a spark from the fire in the oven in the bakery falling onto something close by, like flour sacks.

e The fire spread through the bakery, down Pudding Lane and then into the nearby streets. 3" September 1666 - Houses are pulled down to

e Many factors caused the fire to spread rapidly. In 1666 most of the houses and buildings were made of wood and straw, which prevent the fire reaching the Tower of London.
