The Suffrugettes

Throughout history, there have been many, restrictions
placed on who can and can't vote, based things like age,
gender, ruce, education, wealth and, social status.

During the late 19th and early 20th centuries, men in the
UK had the right to vote but women did not. Even Queen
Victoria called the fight for womern's rights a “mad,

Many protesting Suffragettes were arrested, for law-
breaking and many went to prison. In further protest,

Suffrugettes would go on hunger strike (stop eating) in
prisor.

Parliament introduced the “Cat and Mouse’ Act. This
meant that hunger-strikers were temporarily released,
arrested and locked up again!

World War 1 changed women's role in society. Before the
wur, o woman's place had been in the home, cooking,
wushing, cleaning and raising her children. When the
wur began, women were needed to fill vacant johs that
were essential tor keeping the country running. Many

In 1914, the Suffrugettes stopped their campaign to help

Millicent Fawrcett- She led the largest peaceful
suffragist organisation, the National Union of
Women's Suffrage Societies. She also tried, to
get the vote through peaceful means such as
achieved little. She died in 1929, one year after

Emmeline Pankhwrst- Emmeline Pankhuwrst
realised that a more active approuch wus
needed to- win women the vote. So- women
publicity. They disrupted meetings, chained
themselves to the ruilings of Buckingham
Palace, smashed windows and set post hoxes
alight.

Emily Wilding-Davison- After she threw herself
under the King's horse during the 1913 Derby,
aof Women's Suffrage. Her death focused public

attention on the Suffruge Movement.
